The police instigate a community
survey operation and then the forms from the survey are reviewed and the
concerns of parishioners are assessed, the different issues can greatly vary but
the police can have no say in the priorities set this is done by the community
meeting. PC Wilson felt very strongly that Coaley needs to be represented at
this meeting, but it must be someone to represent the whole community and not
for personal gain.
The next meeting will take place in January 2011, the cold calling initative
which has taken place in The Close and Betworthy will hopefully be throughout
the village by Christmas.

The clerk reported that the government intend to dissolve the audit
commission which at the moment controls aspects of the external audit.

Emergency Plan

The height has now been
adjusted on one of them and the situation will be monitored. Cllr Ashman has
topped up the soil around the edge of the playarea. It has been noted that a
couple pieces of the frame are rotting, again the condition of these will be
monitored.

Village Maintenance

Further to a site visit is was agreed a working party is needed to clear the bus
stop at Far Green, the councillor's will agree a time and date. Cllr Ashman
brought to the councils attention the condition of Norton's Alley, the working
party from Leyhill have carried out work along there in the past, Cllr Ashman
requested this be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.

Highways Repairs & Maintenance
Cllr Eve reported on the transport plan for 2011 — 2026, this is the future plan
for the County but does not directly affect the village.

Any Other Business

Cllr Eve confirmed the marks through the village from the railway station at
every 100 metres is in preparation for the road to be top dressed. The Trenley
road crossing has now been jetted out and hopefully will stop flooding. Clir Eve
also mentioned the gulley on Levers Hill, these will be cleared in the near
future.

The Clerk mentioned the defaced 30 mph sign opposite Field Lane, this will be
reported.
