139/10  Clerks Report

1. The clerk read out a letter from the Village Hall committee, they wished
to thank the Parish Council for the recent grant payment.

2. Aletter from Sue Jones, who live on Knapp Lane was read to the
council. Mrs Jones wish to update the Council on the condition of the
road between Coaley and Uley, the road has been constantly flooding
since last summer. Mrs Jones is very concerned that with the onset of
winter this road will become very dangerous. Mrs Jones has been in
touch with Mr Portlock from highways, and has been assured they are
aware and dealing with the problem. Cllr Eve reported to the council that
he is very aware of the situation, Mr Portlock updated Clir Eve that the
highways are trying to negotiate with Mr Carter to pump across his land.
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ClIr Eve will continue liaising with Mr Portlock regarding the situation.

3. The clerk has received a letter from Mrs Underwood who delivers the
newsletter at Far Green. Mrs Underwood wished to notify the council
that due to a change in circumstances she will no longer be delivering
the newsletter. Cllr Cook very kindly agreed to take over the delivering.

4. The clerk advised the council of the electoral review, the review will
commence on 14" September.

5. The clerk read an e-mail from Viv Jones of the GL11 project, they are
still very keen to proceed with setting up projects in the village for the
younger generation. Cllr Ashman asked the clerk to contact GL11 and
request they come along to a meeting to introduce themselves to the new
council.

6. The new guidance notes for assessing land for designation as an area of
outstanding natural beauty have been sent to the council from GAPTC.
The council have an opportunity to comment on the proposal. Closing
date for any response is 8™ October.

7. The council are invited to attend the Severn Estuary Forum on Friday 8"
October.

8. The council has received a thank you letter from St Barts church further
to the recent grant application.

9. ClIr Ashman has received a letter from a concerned resident, but due to
the nature of the letter and it being unsigned no further action will be
taken.
